• K-12 Data Governance Duties

data improvement system 

o Create a comprehensive requirements document that details technical capacity needed 
by school districts and the state to meet the Legislature’s expectations 

o Conduct a gap analysis that analyzes the current system compared to the Legislature’s 
intent

• 6 Proposals from program staff- multiple groups in OSPI, including partnering with ERDC 
on one proposal 
o Approved proposals get drafted into CEDARS Data Manual or CEDARS Reporting 

Guidance documents in December/January.  
o CEDARS stakeholders and OSPI staff continue to refine in bi-monthly meetings and in-

person in January/February. 
o CEDARS data manual for 2019-20 is published by the end of February. 
o CEDARS data manual proposal changes for 2020-21 begin in Spring 2019! 

 
CEDARS Data Collection Requests for 2019-20 

1. Student Grade History Workgroup Recommendations (Approved)- Katie Weaver-Randall, 
Director of Student Information, OSPI 

o Proposal would replace student grade history and student schedule files with a 
student courses file that captures outcome data for the school year and a second 
file that is specific to how the student meets graduation requirements 

o Separating the collections in this way will enable more valid and reliable data use.

o Continue to work with stakeholders to refine the proposal with CEDARS 
Stakeholders (feedback is integrated in the request)- would not require districts to 
collect new data 
 

 Recommendation from committee: collect the data and move 
forward to CEDARS collection in 2019-20  
 

2. Remove Generic State Course Codes (Approved)- Katie Weaver-Randall, Director of Student 
Information, OSPI 

o Proposal modified to SY 2020-21 removal of generic values for elementary 
curriculum and middle/jr. high curriculum in state course code list, requiring 
schools to schedule individual courses by subject area for certain content areas and 
by grade level course.  

 Recommendation from committee: move forward to CEDARS with 
communication to districts on future changes to course codes before 
implementation 
 

3. Dual Language Program and Language (Approved)- Kaori Strunk Statistician for Title II, Part 
A and Special Program, OSPI  

o Proposal requests the addition of a course-level element that indicates if the course 
is a dual language course and if so, asks for the languages of instruction. 

o Currently, 55 schools have dual language grants and provide services to students 
but there is no data inventory statewide for dual language program offerings and 
who is teaching dual language 

  Previously approved at October meeting, update from technical 
work done with CEDARS stakeholders- determined to be feasible 
after review 

 
4. Online Program Provider (Approved)- Rhett Nelson, Director of Alternative Learning, OSPI 

o This data would allow for the Alternative Learning Department to do monitoring 
and evaluation of effective programs during approval or the re-approval process 

o Collection design and structure is left to be decided by CEDARS stakeholders

5. Student Level Restraint and Isolation (Approved)- Katie Weaver-Randall, Director of Student 
Information, OSPI 

o Proposal modified to include staff injuries, duration of restraint or isolation and 
clarification of definitions and valid values. 

 Recommendation from committee: move forward to CEDARS 
Stakeholders for collection in 2019-20 School Year 

 
Comments and Observations from the Audience or Public –  

o Allen Miedema- Thank you for getting more school district people involved. 
o Greg Beck- (to the committee) - Think about ways to cover the lifecycle of data changes and 

collecting data (18 month cycle). Feedback on whether we should engage moving the cycle 
back and have conversations about making changes and collecting data to make it usable.  

o Susan Canaga- See concentrated effort in the spring to give a three month during the summer 
when work tends to slow. 

o Warren Wessling- Would like to see how this group is operationalized and possible shadowing 
of members.
