e Consider how multiple standards can be addressed in each lesson and integrated
with other content areas, especially K-5.

unparalleled opportunities for growth and achievement.
e Social Studies promotes literacy, project-based learning, interdisciplinary studies,
and opportunities for meaningful engagement with families and the community.

Assessment:
e Monitor student growth and development regularly.
e Key on formative assessment.
e Develop student capacity for self-reflection.

Special Considerations for Social Studies:

e Social Studies incorporates all disciplines including ELA, Science, Mathematics,
and the Arts.

e Social Studies inquiry can be used to connect content areas and provide cross-
content learning opportunities in a remote or blended K-12 learning
environment.

e Marzano has identified that more than 50% of academic vocabulary in
elementary grades is rooted in Social Studies concepts and requires content
knowledge to support student literacy.
