Notice to the public of the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction’s intent to apply to the U.S. 
Department of Education for a waiver of section 421(b) of the General Education Provisions Act (GEPA) 
(the “Tydings Amendment”) as it affects the authority of the Office of Public Instruction (OSPI) and its 
sub-recipients to obligate fiscal year (FY) 2012 School Improvement Grant funds after September 30, 
2015. 

 
The Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) is required to notify Washington State citizens 

of the state’s intent to request a waiver of section 421(b) of the Genderal Education Provisions Act (GEPA) 

(the “Tydings Amendment”) as it affects the authority of OSPI and its sub-recipeints to oblicate fiscal year 

(FY) 2012 School Improvement Grant funds after September 30, 2015.  Specifically, OSPI is requesting the 

authority to obligate funds for the SIG program to be extended to September 30, 2017.

1. Ensure that sub-recipients within the State will use FY 2012 funds carried over as a result of 
the waiver to carry out activities in accordance with program requirements; and 

2. Hold local educational agencies and schools accountable based on the State’s annual 
measurable objectives.
