• In at least one grade span with more than 
one school, one or more schools receive a 
Title I allocation.

If the Comparability Report is 
required, open the progress 

report, navigate to the Forms and 
Files tab, open the form, and 

follow the instructions within the 
form.

The Comparability Report is not 
required in the following 
situations:

• The LEA has one school, or one school per 
grade span.

• The LEA has more than one school in a 
grade span and none of the schools in that 
grade span receive a Title I allocation.

If the Comparability Report is in 
your Pending Tasks list, but it is 
not required for your district,
