• HB 1332 STI Curriculum bill returns to pass 

this year  
o Mandates districts to implement STI 

curriculum  
o Mandating districts to give localized 

version through tribal consultation 
 Deadline undetermined 

o Amendment language will ensure Tribes 
receive funding 

o Strong support to get passed 
• New legislation 
o Centennial Accord approaches 
o Fentanyl education bills 
o STECs funding (Lekanoff) 
o Behavioral and mental health: New 

positions being hired for ONE 
• Anna’s involvement in WSNAEAC’s 

Legislative Subcommittee work 
o Agency is shoring up priorities in 

Summer for upcoming session  

• Members urged to share with 
parents, community members, 
and any others who would like 
to testify, or how to testify if 
unable to attend in person 

• ONE will alert Anna Hernandez-

two weeks

o Funding streams not determined yet 
o Funding targeted to Tribes, very narrow, 

and can’t be misused 
o Bill language doesn’t speak in detail, but 

this gives us more time to have 
conversations before decisions are 
made. 

o Districts to work closely with Tribes 
o Every bill is attached to an audit 

• Seismic safety funding and relocation of 
school districts/Tribes 
o Anna’s colleague, Tyler Muenche, is lead 

on seismic safety 
o OSPI priority to ensure at risk districts 

are funded and safe 
o Bill introduced or in the budget, both 

give us opportunity to testify 
o ONE can share hearing schedule, set up 

email alerts to ensure you know 

• Make certain to include parents, 
youth, and community members 
in the discussions 
o These voices are most 

impactful testimonies 
o More effective for bill 

supports 
o Anna’s handout can be 

shared out to these folks 
o A goal is to make the
