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Introduction

This document contains information essential to the administration of the Washington Classroom-Based Performance Assessments (WCBPA) Arts Performance Assessment of Dance, Grade 10, Art in Action (revised).

Test Administration Expectations

NOTE: Prior to administration, all students should have received instruction in the skills and concepts being assessed.

· Please read all information carefully before administering the performance assessment.

· This assessment item is to be incorporated into classroom instruction.

· This assessment item is to be administered in a safe, appropriately supervised environment following district policy and procedures.

· Accommodations based upon student IEP or 504 plan determine the administration of this assessment.

Description of the Performance Assessment 

Students taking this performance assessment will respond to a performance task. 

• 
Performance tasks ask the students to individually create and perform a solo 

performance based on the criteria outlined in the task. All performances must be 

recorded to facilitate scoring and to document each student’s 

performance.

•
Short-answer questions ask the students to supply a response that may be written or verbal. All verbal responses must be recorded to facilitate scoring and to document each student’s performance. 

Materials and Resources 

Teachers will need the following materials and resources to complete this performance 

assessment: 

· classroom set of reproduced student tasks, including the glossary of terms, 

· classroom set of reproduced student response sheets, 

· selection of art prints (see Teacher Preparation Guidelines),

· selection of instrumental music,

· audio equipment for student rehearsal use,

· one pencil per student, and

· video/digital recording device.
Musical Accompaniment Guidelines

Musical accompaniment should meet the following criteria:

· no lyrics

· at least two minutes long
Teachers should provide students with 3-4 choices of music selections that including a variety of tempos and dynamics and musical styles. Students may also perform without music.

Teacher Preparation Guidelines 

· This assessment is a solo/individual performance.

· Reproduce a classroom set of student task directions, glossary of terms, and student response sheets found in the Student Task Booklet.

· This assessment item presents a problem which can be solved by using the basic of elements (EALR1.1) with any dance style or genre, such as ballet, ballroom, creative movement, drill, ethnic, folk, hip-hop, historical, jazz, modern, musical theatre, tap. Any style of movement can be performed with a variety of space, time and energy elements, chosen to express the particular ideas, feelings, and/or images asked for in the assessment. 

· Provide a selection of four or five visual arts prints expressing various styles, mediums, subjects, cultures, and feelings in alignment with your school district board policy and expectations. A suggested resource is Mark Harden’s Artchive (www.artchive.com). If a teacher works within a particular dance style or genre, the dance style or genre may influence your choice of visual art prints.

· Provide a selection of music in various styles and genres.

· Examples of combinations: Kandinsky’s “Improvisations” paired with Wagner’s Ring Cycle or Stravinsky’s Firebird, or any visual artwork by Monet paired with any musical work by Debussy.
· Remind students to perform each movement to its fullest extent. An example of fullest extent for a jumping jack would be an “x” with arms and legs fully stretched and spread out to create a “full x.” A “wilted x” is the opposite, with arms and legs not fully extended. A “wilted x” is not acceptable.

· Recording set up needs to be in a defined space so that the performer can be seen at all times. Students need to be coached to remain in the performance space for the recording.

· Students must perform in bare feet or appropriate dance/athletic shoes for safety.

· As an option to a written response, recording maybe used at the teachers’ discretion. Students being recorded need to be coached to face the recording device when responding. Students may have a copy of the response sheet when being recorded, or the teacher can state the questions.

· Students may dictate response answers for the teacher to scribe.

· The teacher’s role during taping is to read questions. Students may use resources that are visible in the testing classroom, but the teacher may not prompt or coach students during the assessment. 

Suggestions for Time Management

Students may have as much time as they need to complete the task. Time suggestions are a guide and may be shortened or lengthened to meet individual class and student circumstances. A suggested timeframe is the following four-day model:

Day One Suggested Time:

· 15 minutes: The teacher provides the class with the task and reads it aloud. It is recommended and encouraged that the teacher reviews the glossary and scoring rubrics with students. The students may ask questions. The teacher answers any questions asked. 

· 35 minutes: The students select one work of visual art, select a piece of music (optional) and begin to choreograph and rehearse their dances. 

Day Two Suggested Time:

· 50 minutes: The students continue to choreograph, rehearse, and refine their dances.

Day Three Suggested Time:

· 10 minutes: Students review their dances individually before performing.

· 40 minutes: Each student performs his or her dance individually, which the teacher records.
Day Four Suggested Time:

· 5 minutes: The teacher distributes response sheets to the students.

· 30 minutes: The student prepares his or her verbal or written response.

· 15 minutes (optional): The teacher records the responses of students who need to respond verbally.

All students who remain productively engaged in the test should be allowed to finish their work. In some cases, a few students may require considerably more time to complete the task than most students; therefore, you may wish to move these students to a new location to finish. In other cases, the teacher’s knowledge of some students’ work habits or special needs may suggest that students who work very slowly should be tested separately or grouped with similar students for the test.

Test Administration

Students may have as much time as they need to complete the task. The following is the prompt that students will receive. Instruct the students to look at the prompt. Have the students read the directions to themselves as you read them aloud. Answer any questions the students may have before you instruct them to begin.

Say: Today you will take the Grade 10 Washington Classroom-Based Performance Assessment (CBPA) Arts Performance Assessment of Dance

entitled “Art in Action”.

Grade 10 Dance

Art in Action
The annual visual arts show is being presented at your school. The art teacher has entitled it “Art in Action” and wants the opening reception to feature events that reflect this title. Your dance teacher has asked you to choreograph and perform a dance that represents one of the visual art pieces being showcased.

You will select one work of visual art from the pieces provided. You may choose a piece of music from the provided options that relates to your interpretation of the visual art selection. You will choreograph a dance that expresses your visual art selection. The dance should be 1 to 2 minutes long. Your performance will be recorded, and you will be asked to provide a choreographer’s statement.   

Your dance teacher explains that you must meet the following task requirements when creating your choreographed dance:

· Choose a work of visual art from the pieces provided.

· Choose a piece of music to accompany your dance (optional).

· Choreograph a dance that is between 1 and 2 minutes long.

· Use a variety of dance elements to express your visual art selection in your dance.

· Use a variety of movement choices.

· Use at least two different dance principles of organization to relate your dance to your visual art selection.

Your dance teacher explains that you must meet the following task requirements when performing your choreographed dance:

· Include a clear beginning and ending.

· Use intentional energy throughout the performance.

· Perform all movements to the fullest extent.

· Maintain focus/concentration throughout the dance.

· Perform your dance without noticeable interruption.

Your dance teacher explains that you must meet the following task requirements when responding about your performance:

· Identify the artwork you selected.

· Identify the four visual arts elements or images that you selected.

· Describe how you expressed each of the visual arts elements or images in your dance.

· Support your explanation with specific examples.

· Use dance vocabulary correctly.

You will have time to create and rehearse your dance before performing for your teacher. Your performance will be recorded. You will have time to prepare written responses.

Dance Glossary

choreograph—to arrange or create a dance 

energy/force—an element of dance; the quality of movement; how a movement is performed, including smooth, sharp, free, contained, strong, light, sustained, percussive, etc. 

focus—the ability to concentrate and keep one’s attention fixed on the matter at hand; where the dancer is looking; where the audience’s attention is directed 

space—an element of dance; where bodies move in a dance, using levels, directions, 

pathways, sizes, relationships, etc. 

visual arts elements—the basic components that make up a work of art: line, shape, form, value/shading, texture, space, color 

color—an element of visual arts; the visible range of reflected light; saturation, tint, 

value/shading

form—an element of visual arts; a three-dimensional object that has height, width, and 

depth 

line—an element of visual arts; the flat path of a dot through space used by artists to 

control the viewer’s eye movement; a thin mark made by a pencil, pen, or brush 

shape—an element of visual arts; a closed space made when a line connects to itself 

space—an element of visual arts; the area above, below, around, and within a work of art

texture—an element of visual arts; how something feels or appears to feel; stippling, 

hatching, cross hatching, scribbling, broken lines, repeating lines, and shapes 

value/shading—an element of visual arts; the lightness and darkness of a line, shape, or 

form

	A 2-point response: The student demonstrates a partial understanding of the connections across the arts by meeting two of the four task requirements listed above. 

	1
	A 1-point response: The student shows a minimal understanding of the connections across the arts by meeting one of the four task requirements listed above.

	0
	A 0-point response: The student shows no understanding of the connections among the arts by meeting none of the five task requirements listed above.

	A 4-point response: The student demonstrates a thorough understanding of arts skills and techniques by meeting all of the five task requirements listed below:

· Includes a clear beginning and ending;
· Uses intentional energy throughout the performance;
· Performs all movements to the fullest extent;
· Maintains focus/concentration throughout the dance;
· Perform your dance without interruption.

	3
	A 3-point response: The student demonstrates an adequate understanding of arts skills and techniques by meeting four of the five requirements listed above.

	2
	A 2-point response: The student demonstrates a partial understanding of arts skills and techniques by meeting three of the five requirements listed above.

	1
	A 1-point response: The student shows a minimal understanding of arts skills and techniques by meeting two of the five requirements listed above.

	0
	A 0-point response: The student shows no understanding of arts skills and techniques by meeting one or none of the five requirements listed above.


Responding—Response Rubric (2.2)

	4
	A 4-point response: The student demonstrates a thorough understanding of performance in the response by meeting all of the four task requirements listed below:

· Identifies one visual arts element or image and describes how it is expressed through dance; 

· Identifies a second visual arts element or image and describes how it is expressed through dance; 

· Identifies a third visual arts element or image and describes how it is expressed through dance; 

· Identifies a fourth visual arts element or image and describes how it is expressed through dance.

	A 3-point response: The student demonstrates an adequate understanding of performance in the response by meeting three of the four task requirements listed above.

	2
	A 2-point response: The student demonstrates a partial understanding of performance in the performance in the response by meeting two of the four task requirements listed above. 

	1
	A 1-point response: The student demonstrates a minimal understanding of performance in the response by meeting one of the four task requirements listed above.

	0
	A 0-point response: The student demonstrates no understanding of performance in the response by meeting none of the four task requirements.
