Conducting a Five-Day Reconciliation in Centers Participating in the Child and Adult Care Food Program 
The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) has provided guidance on conducting the 
five-day reconciliations in child care centers participating in the Child and Adult Care 
Food Program (CACFP).  This guidance applies only to institutions with two or more centers.  An institution with two or more centers is also known as a sponsor. 

A number of questions have been raised regarding the implementation of the requirement for five-day reconciliations in center-based programs (i.e., child care centers, adult day care centers, outside-school-hours care centers, at-risk snack programs, and emergency shelters).  The attached questions and answers address additional information on how the requirement should be implemented in centers where reimbursement is based on a claiming percentage.
