Facility Review Form for Child and Adult Care Food Program Center Sponsors
The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) has provided additional guidance with regard 
to the proper monitoring requirements for sponsoring organizations.
USDA was asked to clarify whether the regulations require that, when sponsors have facilities claiming breakfasts, suppers, post-supper snacks, or weekend meals, is it necessary for the sponsor to monitor each of these meal services.  Attachment 1 provides that guidance.
Although USDA has provided this general guidance, you are reminded that in the state of Washington, all child care center facility reviews must include a meal observation. 
Sponsors of family day care homes must monitor dinners and/or weekends at least one time during the fiscal year if the provider is claiming dinners and/or weekends 
at least 50 percent of the time.  For example, if a provider claims dinners 15 out of 30 days or 6 out of 12 months, then the sponsor must monitor dinner.
