DATA ELEMENTS FOR WASL REPORTING
This attachment specifies the rules for data elements that OSPI will use to report WASL and AYP results using CSRS. The data elements are found within the CSRS system and are reported in the monthly CSRS data submissions sent by districts to OSPI.  The monthly CSRS data file is uploaded by the 15th of the following month (e.g., April CSRS data file due on May 15th).  For 10th Grade WASL, OSPI will use data from the March and April collection periods, and for WASL at Grades 3-8, we will use data from the April and May collection periods.  Please note that if you find errors in the data you uploaded, CSRS allows you to resubmit and replace the previous data file.
Please review the following items.

1. Enrollment Count   OSPI will use the school enrollment and exit dates (CSRS data elements #46 and #47) entered for each student in CSRS to calculate the enrollment number for WASL purposes. For Grades 3-8, we will count the number of students with enrollment

status (#43) of E0 and P1 on May 5, 2006 (the last day of the WASL testing window that begins April 17).  
For Grade 10, we will count the enrollment on the dates that tests are administered (Reading on March 13-14, Writing on March 15-16, Math on April 18-19 and Science on April 20-21).
The following students are excluded from the enrollment number:  home-based students attending class part-time (#69), private school students attending class part-time (#70), and visa foreign exchange students (#68).
2. Correct SSID and District-Assigned Student ID as Matching Criteria   It is important that each student’s correct state student ID, last name, first name, gender, and date of birth are indicated on the test booklets.  Realizing that discrepancies may occur in at least one of these five fields, OSPI will implement at least 3 algorithms to match CSRS records with WASL booklets.  These algorithms use various combinations of the student’s information along with the district location in which the student is being tested. 
3. Grade Level of the Student  We will use the  grade level last entered in CSRS to indicate the grade level data element (#13).  
     Note that there are two types of grade level information, the first one is the grade level 
    obtained from CSRS which is used for  reporting, and the other is the grade level of the 
    WASL booklet administered to the student.
For reporting the 10th Grade WASL, we will use the information that you submitted in your March and April CSRS data.  For 10th Grade Special Education students whose IEP team decides that the students take the Developmentally Appropriate   WASL (WAAS-DAW) at 10th grade (i.e., on-grade level DAW), we will use the grade level from your March and April CSRS data.  
For 10th Grade Special Education students whose IEP team decides to have the students take WAAS-DAW at a lower grade level (i.e., Grades 3-8), we will use the grade level information from the April and May CSRS.  The rationale behind this is that the lower grade WASL is administered during the April/May window instead of the March/April timeframe.
For reporting the Grades 3-8 WASL or WAAS, we will use the information that you submitted in your April and May CSRS data.  Results from the Grades 3, 5, 6, and 8 reading and mathematics assessments will be used to create a baseline for calculating AYP in these grades next year.
4. Not Enrolled and Partially Enrolled   The state requires that every student enrolled in a district should be assessed  with WASL or WAAS.  This implies that a student included in CSRS during the testing period should be tested. 
If your CSRS data indicate that a student is enrolled during the testing period, but the test was not administered to this student, we will code the student as “Not Tested – CSRS Enrolled” or NB, and the student will be counted as not meeting standard (Level 0) in the subject tested. 
If your CSRS data does not reflect accurately the enrollment status of the student during the testing window, the student’s CSRS data will need to be corrected.  Please note that OSPI will determine a student as partially enrolled (PE) if the student is not enrolled every day during the testing window. This applies only to booklets where the completion criteria are not met.
5. AYP Continuously Enrolled   The AYP continuously enrolled status will be determined from the district enrollment and district exit dates (#44 and #45) and the school enrollment and school exit dates (#46 and #47). To be continuously enrolled, a 10th Grade student must be enrolled without interruption on or before October 1, 2006 through April 21, 2006.  For a student in Grade 3-8 to be continuously enrolled, the student must be enrolled without interruption on or before October 1, 2006 through May 5.

District Entry and Exit Dates   Student information systems (SIS) in a few districts do not store the data elements “date enrolled in the district” and the “date exited from the district” (#44 and #45). As a result, these districts are calculating the continuously enrolled status from the school-level entry and exit dates. To make the data consistent across districts, OSPI will perform a calculation for elements #44 and #45 from #46 and #47 to flag a student as continuously enrolled at the district level if a student stays in the same school or moves from school to school within the school district within a period of 20 school days.

6. Transfers Out   Please make sure the CSRS school enrollment and school exit dates are accurate (#46 and #47). If a student transfers to another school during the testing window, all his/her WASL booklets should be shipped to that school. After being tested, all the booklets should be placed under the cover sheet for the current school. If districts missed this process, districts can still use WAMS to move WASL information for this student to the other school. For students who move out of a school district, the district should call the OSPI assessment office for assistance in the record change move.

7. New Students or Students Who Transfer In   New students who are enrolled in the school or district during the testing window must have their WASL demographic page completely filled out. Please make sure the SSID and district assigned student ID are correctly entered in the student’s booklets and that these students are included in CSRS with the correct school enrollment and exit dates (#46 and #47).

8. Race/Ethnicity, Bilingual, Special Education and Low Income Categories   OSPI will use CSRS data to report disaggregated WASL and AYP results. The CSRS bilingual field (#32), which is a required field in CSRS, indicates whether or not a student is served by the State Transitional Bilingual Program (STBP) and does not indicate that a student is exempt from the test. Although Special Education (#34) is currently an optional field, it will be required in the March, April and May uploads. For the low income category, we will use CSRS data element Free/Reduced-Price Meal Eligibility Status (#33) which is a required CSRS data field.
LAP Reading/Math, Title I Reading/Math, Title I Migrant and Gifted/Highly Capable Student Categories   OSPI will use CSRS data and the bubbled information in the test booklets to report disaggregated WASL results for these groups.  Even though these fields are optional in CSRS, you may want to submit them to enhance your district’s reporting capacity.
9. WAMS Demographic Information Edits and Unmatched Booklets   OSPI is currently building an application in WAMS for districts to edit test-related errors such as mismatched booklets as well as updating incorrect CSRS demographic information and test status.
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
