INSTRUCTIONS

The table above lists minimum ACT/SAT test scores and overall high school GPA scores required for a student to be nominated for a 2005—2006 Honors Award. To use the table:

1. Locate the student’s composite ACT or SAT score (Math + Critical Reading (Verbal)) on the table.

2. Note the Minimum GPA value associated with that score.

3. If the student’s GPA is equal to or greater than this value, he or she can be nominated for an Honors Award.

For example, a student with a Math SAT of 600 and a Verbal SAT of 570 would have a Total score of 1170.  This score requires a minimum GPA of 3.43 to be nominated. Similarly, an overall GPA of 2.97 is required to nominate a student with an ACT score of 29.  Only test scores taken after September 1, 2004 and prior to January 31, 2006 should be considered in determining eligibility.
