Renewal of the Child and Adult Care Food Program Agreement for 
Federal Fiscal Year 2007 Family Day Care Home Providers
The agreement between the Family Day Care Home sponsor and the provider is a permanent agreement.  However, each provider must submit a provider site application (Form SPI FDCH 1136PRO/APP) annually by October 31.  
Each provider must also have new enrollment forms (Form SPI FDCH 1136ENR) or have current enrollment forms updated and initialed by the parent and provider for all children in care no later than October 31.  The enrollment form must be completed by the parent and includes notification that the parent may be contacted regarding meals claimed by their day care provider.  

Forms used in this annual renewal process are available in electronic format at
www.k12.wa.us/bulletinsmemos/.  Provider agreements (Form FS Agreement) are 
part of the provider’s permanent file maintained by the family day care home sponsoring organization.    

The Child and Adult Care Food Program form for parents, PA1299/Form SPI 1136 PRO/INFO, has been replaced with the Building for the Future form.  This form (Building 
for the Future) is available in numerous languages.  English and Spanish versions are attached.  This form must be distributed by the providers to all parents of children in care.  In order to meet regulatory requirements, contact information for the sponsor must be included on the flyer.

Providers who are eligible for Tier 1 reimbursement based on school data must be reclassified when the five-year eligibility period from the date of determination ends.
