U. S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) Recipes for Schools
U. S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) Memo Code: SP 17-2006 (Attachment 1), dated March 28, 2006, discusses how local education agencies (LEAs) can order and receive the new USDA Recipes for Schools, which should be available for distribution beginning June 1, 2006.  As you may recall, beginning July 1, 2006, LEAs must use the new USDA Recipes for Schools for meeting meal requirements for federal reimbursement.  USDA recipes developed prior to April 2005 should no longer be used.  

Note:  Recipes developed by the sponsor can continue to be used.  They must contain enough meat/meat alternate, fruit and/or vegetable, and/or grain/bread to contribute toward meeting the meal pattern requirement, if they are not a dessert item.
The new recipe publication consists of two components:  a hard-cover and wire-o-bound printed book and a CD-ROM containing the recipe files.  Please note that if you have downloaded USDA recipes from the National Food Service Management Institute Web site (http://www.nfsmi.org), during March 2006, significant changes were made to several recipes and to the yield data in other recipes.  Attachment 1 contains a list of these recipes.
To ensure you receive the revised USDA recipes in a timely manner, we are asking you to order the number of copies for your schools/sites directly from USDA, using e-mail.  Please e-mail your request to:  TN.Orders@fns.usda.gov, using Attachment 2.   USDA will mail the copies ordered directly to the LEA for distribution to your schools/sites.  USDA will not mail copies to individual schools or sites.  Orders will be filled in the order they are received, once copies arrive from the printer.
