Questions and Answers regarding Institution Applications

The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) has provided additional guidance with regards to implementation of new regulations for the Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP).  The topics addressed are oversight tools, sponsor oversight tools, training, and other operational issues. 

The guidance in Attachment 1 has been edited and provides only information for institutions participating in the CACFP.

You are reminded of new definitions as a result of changes to the CACFP regulations. 
An institution is defined as any organization that enters into an agreement with the Office 
of Superintendent of Public Instruction to assume final administrative and financial responsibility for CACFP operations.  An independent center is an institution that has 
only one site.  A sponsoring organization is an institution entirely responsible for the administration of the CACFP in one or more day care homes, two or more child care centers, outside-school-hours care centers, or adult day care centers.

Free and Reduced-Price Meal Eligibility Determinations Reauthorization 2004

The Child Nutrition and WIC Reauthorization Act of 2004 (the Reauthorization Act) modified requirements for the duration of applications for free or reduced-price meals in child and adult nutrition programs authorized by the Richard B. Russell National School Lunch Act,
as well as requirements related to reporting changes in income during the period of eligibility covered by the application.
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In accordance with the Reauthorization Act, households are no longer required to report changes in circumstances, such as an increase in income (currently $50 per month or 
$600 annually), a decrease in household size, or when the household is no longer certified eligible for food stamps (Washington Basic Food) or Temporary Assistance for Needy Families. Therefore, effective immediately, currently properly approved free or reduced-price applications, and any properly approved applications on April 10, 2006, and from that day forward, will be in effect for twelve (12) months from the date they were approved.
