School Lunch and School Breakfast Program (NSLP/SBP) Sponsors 

Child Nutrition Services (CNS) will be offering three Nutrient Standard Menu Planning (NSMP) workshops in August 2006 to assist Child Nutrition Program (CNP) sponsors in meeting U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) program regulations.
