GENERAL INFORMATION

Private schools that intend to continue participation in the Special Milk Program (SMP) for school year 2006–07 must complete and return the renewal application by 

September 8, 2006.  Late renewals may not be approved in time to allow September milk to be claimed for reimbursement.

CHANGES FOR THE 2006–07 RENEWAL APPLICATION

Additions to Special Milk Program renewal application:

1. You must include a copy of your local Wellness Policy and the Local Wellness Policy Checklist (page 15).  We cannot approve your renewal application if these items are missing.

2. Additions to permanent agreement for private schools and private residential child care institutions (RCCI) only.

     Attachment 5 (page 14) contains paragraphs that must be signed and added to  

     the permanent agreement of private schools and private residential child care   

     institutions (RCCI) only.  In order to approve your 2006–07 renewal application, 
     private schools must sign and date this document and return it with their 2006–07  

     renewal application.  We will then attach it to their permanent agreement.

Return copies of the forms, exhibits, and attachments.  LEAs that have designed their own free milk applications and/or letters to households, or are using applications and letters developed by other LEAs, must submit these to the Office of Superintendent for Public Instruction (OSPI) for approval before they are used. 

User Authorization (UA) Form for Child Nutrition Programs (page 5)
All LEAs must complete and update the Sponsor Application and Site Information forms electronically.  Child Nutrition Services will e-mail instructions for completing the Sponsor Application and Site Information forms sometime during June 2006.  The instructions will be mailed to the authorized users designated on the User Authorization (UA) forms submitted to us for the 2005–06 school year.   If you have assigned responsibilities for completing the on-line application to a person other than the one listed on the UA forms filed in your LEA, immediately complete a new UA form (page 5) for the new person and mail it to OSPI, Child Nutrition Services, PO Box 47200, Olympia, WA  98504-7200.   
In addition, notify Child Nutrition Services of users who are no longer involved, by completing and submitting the bottom portion of the UA form.
