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K-20 and OSPI Letter of Authorization






As a member of the K-20 Network Consortium, each e-rate eligible connected site must specifically authorize both the Department of Information Services (DIS) and the Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) to apply for e-rate funds for eligible services on the site’s behalf.
