Sponsor Monitoring of Facilities in the Child and Adult Care Food Program

The U.S. Department of Agriculture, Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) has clarified regulations requiring the monitoring of those facilities claiming breakfasts, suppers, evening snacks, and/or weekend meals.  Refer to Attachment 1. 
This memorandum replaces previous guidance issued by FNS on January 20, 2006, and found in Bulletin No. 012-06 dated February 17, 2006.
Although federal regulations require only one unannounced visit, Washington’s requirements are that at least two visits must be unannounced and at meal time. 

Issues Relating to Block Claims Submitted by Sponsored Child Care Centers and Family Day Care Homes 

Effective October 1, 2005, sponsoring organizations were required to comply with new regulatory provisions pertaining to the conduct of unannounced facility reviews in response to a facility’s “block” claim.  Guidance issued by FNS on July 1, 2005, permitted sponsoring organizations to meet the requirement for an unannounced follow- up review, under certain circumstances, by evaluating and documenting the reason for a block claim prior to the facility’s first submission of a block claim during the current review year.  However, the July 1, 2005 guidance was effective only through the end of FY 06.  The most recent guidance addresses the extension of the original guidance, as well as several other questions that have arisen regarding implementation of the block claim requirement.  Refer to Attachment 2.
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This bulletin from FNS also provides several definitions of the “current review year”. Washington defines the current review year as October 1 through September 30, the same as the federal fiscal year for the Child and Adult Care Food Program.
