General Information

Renewal applications must be completed on-line.  The Web site address to access the on-line application is www.ccglink.com/Washington.  You will be able to access the on-line application on August 29, 2006.
An application renewal checklist is attached.  Please refer to the checklist to see which parts of the agreement must be completed and returned to the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) as part of the renewal process and which part of the agreement must be completed on-line.  Only the forms required for fiscal year 07 are attached.  If there are changes to any of the other forms, blank forms may be found on-line at www.k12.wa.us/bulletinsmemos
.  Use only the forms attached to this bulletin or available on-line when completing your renewal application.
Approval Procedure

Please read and follow the on-line instructions carefully.  Follow the enclosed checklist to ensure only the necessary documents are returned to the OSPI.  Institutions should keep a copy of all documents sent to OSPI.  Read the agreement carefully.  Failure to follow instructions could result in the loss of reimbursement at the time of a program review by OSPI staff.

When an agreement is received in our office, it will be date stamped and reviewed for accuracy within 30 days.  If corrections are needed, the agreement will be returned.
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Due to the large number of renewal agreements that must be processed, agreements received after October 2, 2006, may not be processed in time for the institution to receive October reimbursement in November 2006.  The Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction cannot backdate agreements.  
Renewal agreements received after December 31, 2006, will be considered new agreements, and reimbursement may be claimed only from the first of the month in which the agreement is approved.  

Institutions may begin claiming for reimbursement from the first of the month in which OSPI approves the agreement. No moneys or benefits may be paid under this program unless this agreement is completed and approved (Federal Regulation 
7 CFR 226).
