Federal Fiscal Year 2007
General Information

Institutions that intend to participate in the Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP) must complete and return the attached agreement packet.
The following institutions may participate in the CACFP.
1. Nonprofit, licensed, tax-exempt child care institutions.

2. Proprietary institutions serving 25 percent low income children, or proprietary, licensed child care centers receiving compensation under Title XX for at least 25 percent of their licensed or enrolled capacity, whichever is less.

3. At-risk child care centers.

4. Nonprofit homeless shelters that provide temporary residential facilities to children.

Child care centers must provide nonresidential child care for enrolled children 12 years of age or younger, migrant children 15 years of age or younger, or disabled children.

At-risk centers must provide nonresidential care for children after their school day has ended, and/or on weekends or holidays during the school year.

Homeless shelters are those that provide temporary residential care for children 18 years of age or younger, migrant children 15 years of age or younger, or disabled children.

All meals must be served in a congregate meal setting.  Adults may not be claimed for reimbursement at child care centers or emergency shelters.
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Approval Procedure

Please read and follow the instructions carefully.  The enclosed checklist for new institutions indicates the forms to complete and return to the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI).  Institutions should keep a copy of all documents sent to OSPI.  Read the agreement carefully.  Failure to follow directions could result in the loss of reimbursement at the time of a program review by OSPI staff.

When an agreement is received in our office, it will be date stamped and reviewed for accuracy within 30 days.  If corrections are needed, the agreement will be returned.

New institutions may begin claiming for reimbursement from the first of the month in 
which OSPI approves the agreement.  No moneys or benefits may be paid under this program unless this agreement is completed and approved (Federal Regulation 
7 CFR 226).
Preapproval Visit for New Institutions by OSPI

A preapproval visit by OSPI staff prior to approval is a requirement for participation.  
No agreement will be approved until the new institution has attended the workshop on program requirements during the current fiscal year and a preapproval visit has been conducted.

Proprietary Center Eligibility

Proprietary institutions are reminded that each site must meet eligibility requirements.  
A site will not be approved until it meets eligibility requirements.  A new study month may be completed at a later date that includes the new eligible site but the revised study month must include all sites.  For more information, refer to the general instructions.

Monitoring of Licenses for Child Nutrition Programs

Institutions must include a current license or letter-in-lieu of the license for each site.

It is the responsibility of the institution to maintain a current license and/or to have 
a letter-in-lieu, if necessary.  Homeless shelters are not licensed, but must have and submit copies of annual sanitation and fire permits.

Training on Program Requirements
New institutions must attend training on program requirements prior to approval of the agreement and annually thereafter.  Failure to attend a training workshop will result in the agreement not being approved in a timely manner.  In addition, institutions who hire new staff during the fiscal year may want to send them to one of the program workshops.
