Required Student Transportation Report for 2006–07 School Year

(Forms SPI 1022A, 1022A (L), 1022B, 1022C, 1022D, and 1022E)

Pursuant to RCW 28A.160.170, each school district is required to submit annually to the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction the number of students transported, student route stops and school locations, and other operational data necessary to determine each school district’s transportation operation allocation.  For the 2006–07 school year, there are changes to the reported information and to the due date.  The due date of the annual report has been changed to the last business day in October (for this year: October 31, 2006).  The change in required information is that Basic Program Shuttle routes are no longer required to run 144 days during the school year in order to qualify for funding.  All Basic Program Shuttle routes are required to be reported if the program is scheduled throughout the school year.  Basic Program Shuttle routes with transportation provided on public transit are also required to be reported.  The data submitted from the student transportation report will generate the total transportation operations allocation for each school district.
DATA COLLECTION ELEMENTS

1.
Route log data will be collected for:

a. Students transported for basic education.

b. Students transported from home to special school locations for special programs.

c. Students transported on combined routes.

d. Students transported on Midday Transportation routes.

e. Students transported on basic program shuttles between schools and learning centers for instruction specifically required by statute.

f. Students transported between schools and learning centers for special programs (special needs, gifted and bilingual programs).

g. Students transported in district-owned passenger vehicles, students transported via private party contracts, students whose parent/guardian has been provided compensation in lieu of transportation, and students transported from home to school by public transit.

Kindergarten through fifth grade (K–5) enrollment data for:


a.
Total district K–5 enrollment as of October 2, 2006.

b.
Total number of K–5 students that reside within one-radius mile of their school of enrollment during the ridership count week.

c. Number of special transportation K–5 students whose bus stop are within one-radius mile of their school of enrollment and are reported for transportation funding.

DATA REPORTING REQUIREMENTS
The number of students reported shall be the mode number of all students boarding the bus at each bus stop for five consecutive school days in all radius miles.  School bus drivers must fill out the school bus route count sheet (the required Form SPI 1022D is attached) for five consecutive school days.  All school bus route count sheets must be maintained in the school district and are not to be submitted with the district report.  This count must be completed in sufficient time to submit the required reports to the respective regional transportation coordinators by October 31, 2006.

SPI OPERATIONS ALLOCATION REPORT 

After the data collected from the student transportation report is processed, each district’s operation allocation report will be available online at www.k12.wa.us/transportation no later than January 14, 2007.  It is the district’s responsibility to ensure their operations allocation report accurately reflects the data submitted in the student transportation report. 

The 2006–07 allocation is based on the allocation rate of $44.27.

Workshops providing detailed instructions will be conducted statewide during September.  Each regional transportation coordinator will announce the dates and locations of these workshops.  Data files necessary for the completion of this report will be distributed at these workshops, and are available on the pupil transportation Web site at www.k12.wa.us/transportation/forms.aspx.  Questions or concerns should be directed to the respective regional transportation coordinator.  The annual report is due to your regional transportation coordinator by October 31, 2006.
Regional transportation coordinators will be available to assist school districts with the forms and method of reporting.
