Request for Training Proposals Under the Provisions of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act, Part B (IDEA-B)


Institution Mini-Grants
Purpose

The purpose of this bulletin is to invite institution education program administrators to make application for federal IDEA-B funds to train teachers of students with disabilities. These funds are made available for the following purposes: (1) for institution educators to participate in the Collaboration Conference, and (2) for inservice training specifically determined by each of the individual institutions. Inservice training provided by individual institutions must align with the guidelines outlined in the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) “Professional Development Planning Guide, Part 1, Teacher Professional Development” which can be found on the OSPI website (www.k12.wa.us) under Professional Development. The scope of the training is to be determined by OSPI in conjunction with the institution programs. Inservice training provided by individual institutions must be directed toward the enhancement of educational programming for students with disabilities. 

General Information
1. The attached list indicates the dollar amount available for each institution by funding category. No indirect cost charges may be applied to this grant request budget. The allocation of funds for individual institutions has been made based on 2006–07 staff units reported (certified, classified, and administrative staff) by each of the institutions. Allocations were calculated for each institution by giving a $750 base amount to group homes and detention centers and a $1,000 base amount to residential habilitation 
centers, neglected and delinquent institutions, and adult correctional facilities, plus $445 per each FTE staff unit reported. This new allocation model reduced the award to four institutions.  However, each institution was made whole by the specific addition of grant dollars to equal the 2005–06 expended amount.  

2. Expenditures must be encumbered prior to August 31, 2007.  All grant final expenditures must be submitted to OSPI Agency Budget and Accounting on or before November 15, 2007.
Allocated funds that are unexpended for these purposes will revert back to OSPI.

Completion of the application and budget (Form SPI 1000B) which specifies 
budgeted expenditures for the grant will constitute a proposal.

Applications must be received by OSPI no later than January 19, 2007.

Completion of the Final Report that reflects results of training attended must be 
received by OSPI no later than August 31, 2007.
