The purpose of this bulletin is to inform school districts of their transportation operation allocation for the 2008–09 school year.

Allocation payments for September, October, November, December, and January were made in accordance with RCW 28A.510.250 using the dollar amounts submitted by school districts on SPI Form F-203.  The rate for this school year is $48.59 per weighted unit.

Report 1026-A is available as a PDF file online at http://www.k12.wa.us/transportation/.  Select the bottom link on the left of the Web site marked “Operations Allocations.”  You will be provided with a drop down list of all districts’ Report 1026-A and Report 1025.  There are also links to past Report 1026-As for the school years 2000–01 through 2006–07 and past Report 1025s for the school years 2006–07 and 2007–08.
The 1026-A report displays the 2008–09 school year allocation for your school district based on the school bus route survey data submitted during October 2008.  The data was reviewed by your regional transportation coordinator and processed by the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction.  

It is extremely important for you to review your Report 1026-A and verify that it matches the data submitted.  The Report 1025 is a tool to assist you with the 
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verification process.  It provides detailed student count distribution sorted by route type, state route number, and destination (building number).
