Enclosed with this bulletin are the claim form and instructions for preparing and submitting your 2009–10 National School Lunch Program (NSLP), School Breakfast Program (SBP), and Special Milk Program (SMP) claims for reimbursement.   

All NSLP, SBP, and SMP original and revised claims for reimbursement shall continue to be submitted over the Internet.  Logon identification, passwords, and user instructions will be e-mailed to the local education agency (LEA) employee listed on the user authorization (UA) form.  This form was submitted by the LEA to the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) as part of its annual application package.  

All late claims must continue to be sent through the mail to OSPI using paper claim forms.  One copy of a claim form for reimbursement for NSLP, SBP, and SMP is attached (Attachment 4).  Please make additional copies as necessary.  Send only one copy with an original signature to OSPI Child Nutrition Services when submitting a late claim.
All LEAs will be able to access payment information (claim status and amount) by using the Internet as frequently as needed.  
Special Milk Program
Schools that participate in either the federally subsidized National School Lunch Program or School Breakfast Program, or both, are NOT eligible to participate in the Special Milk Program.  Federal regulation 7 CFR Part 215 7(a) allows schools to participate in the Special Milk Program if children are attending a split-session kindergarten and do not have access to any school meal service authorized under the National School Lunch Act or Child Nutrition Act of 1996, i.e., National School Lunch or School Breakfast Programs.

Free milk served to eligible children will continue to be reimbursed at the average cost per half-pint of milk.  This will vary by LEA and the type of milk served.  

Paid milk will be reimbursed at $.16 per half-pint served.  The annual rate adjustment for milk reflects changes in the “Producer Price Index for Fluid Milk Products.”
