The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) clarified the recordkeeping requirements relating to institutions and homes that have been declared seriously deficient and have been placed on the Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP) National Disqualified List (NDL) in memorandum CACFP 01-2007 (attached).  In addition, the memorandum clarifies record keeping requirements relating to institutions and homes that have been declared seriously deficient, but which take satisfactory corrective action and are not placed on the NDL. 
This clarification supersedes information provided in question number 44 in the attachment to Bulletin No. 002-06 that was issued January 19, 2006, Questions and Answers on the Serious Deficiency Process in the CACFP.
