A notice of Proposed Rule Making (CR 102) has been filed with the Code Reviser’s office to revise chapter 392-153 WAC, Traffic Safety Education.  The proposed change will require six (6) hours of behind-the-wheel training, effective September 1, 2007.
This change will keep public school Traffic Safety Education program requirements in alignment with commercial driving school requirements.  The Department of Licensing has revised chapter 308-108 WAC, Driver Training Schools, to require six (6) hours of behind-the-wheel training, effective September 1, 2007.
A public hearing is scheduled for 9 a.m. on March 27, 2007, on this proposed change.  The hearing will be held at the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction, Billings Conference Room, 600 Washington Street SE, Olympia.  Written comments can be submitted to Allan J.
