Three Practitioner’s Committee Workshops (PCWs) are planned for Fall 2007.  The sponsorship is shared by the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) and the following organizations:

· Association of Washington School Principals (AWSP)

· Washington Education Association (WEA)

· Washington Association for Learning Alternatives (WALA)

· Rural Education Center (REC)
· Educational Service Districts (ESD)
The goals of the Practitioner’s Committee Workshops focus on Washington education reform, Title I Part A, Schoolwide planning, and implementation of the goals into school districts across the state.  The object of the workshops is to assist teams to achieve greater effectiveness with innovative programs.  Representatives from a school, a district, or a region may form teams.  Team members may include:  an administrator, teacher(s), education support staff, parent(s), or community members.  Teams are invited to submit applications to participate.  Proposals submitted by districts will be selected on a competitive basis as outlined in the enclosed application and guidelines.  Applications received after the due date will be accepted on a space available basis.

As space is limited, recommended team size is approximately six members.  Each school district will be responsible for team member registration:  $210 per person for double occupancy, and $295 per person for single occupancy.  This fee includes meals and lodging.  Under professional development, funding for these workshops may be used from the following federal programs:  Title I Part A, Title II Part A, and Title V Part A.
Twenty continuing education clock hours will be offered; forms and information will be available at registration.
