Forecasting Tool Directions
The Forecast Depreciation link is the Web site that school districts can use to analyze their estimated replacement allocations for the next ten years.  Through the “scenario” option, a district can enter planned bus purchases in each category yearly over ten years.  The system will then estimate replacement revenue based on assumed inflation and interest rates.  Districts can create and run as many scenarios as desired.  The following information will provide more detailed instructions on accessing the system and creating replacement scenarios.  (Note:  the forecasting tool is only available for school district-owned vehicles.  For assistance estimating contracting district reimbursement payments, contact your regional transportation coordinator.)

Clicking on “Forecast Depreciation” will display the screen shown in [Fig. 3].  You can select your ESD and/or school district from the drop-down menu displayed on the next page [Fig. 4].  



Click on the [image: image4.png]


 button, and the system will calculate and display a chart of estimated payments for ten years with your fleet as it is today, assuming no new purchases [Fig. 5].
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Please Note: Any page can be printed by clicking on the “Print Friendly” icon located in the upper right hand corner of the page.  This will display a page showing the desired table and instructions, but omitting the Web page items.  You will need to click on the [image: image7.png]


 icon, or select “Print” from the drop down menu under the “File” column.

To create a “scenario” in which a district can estimate future annual depreciation payments based on hypothetical purchases, click on “Depreciation Scenario” on the left side of the screen.  The system will display the following page [Fig. 6]:

Use the same method as before, select the ESD and/or school district name from the drop-down menus.  In the table, enter the quantity of buses in each category planned for purchase in each of the ten years displayed.

At the bottom of the screen, fill in the “Scenario Name.”  Scenarios can be saved by any appropriate name, and if you choose, can be password protected.  The scenario names menu is displayed to everyone.  Password protected scenarios can only be viewed using the password.  Enter a scenario name and password, if desired, and click “Save Scenario” [Fig. 7].  Scenario names and passwords should be recorded.  (OSPI will have no record of or any way to recover your scenarios or passwords.)

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Click  “Run Scenario” and the system will calculate and display a result [Fig. 8].



The table displayed above shows estimated payments based on the hypothetical purchases entered.  To see the inflation and interest rate assumptions used by the system, click the “Inflation and Interest Assumptions” link.
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To retrieve a previously saved scenario, click on “Search for a Scenario” [Fig. 9].  Click on the “Select a Scenario” field and you will activate a drop-down menu of all of the scenarios saved statewide [Fig. 10].

Find the desired scenario and enter the password, if required.  The result will be the scenario entry table as shown in Fig. 6.  This can then be edited as desired and run again for updated depreciation forecasts.



Hint: When using the drop-down menu, you can press the first letter of your school district to jump through the alphabet.
