2007 Title I, Part A Distinguished Schools Award Program 

Applications are currently being sought for the 2007 Washington State Title I Distinguished Schools Award.  
Recognition
Four schools will be recipients of this award; two will be selected for the national award and two for the state award.  Of the two schools nominated for national recognition, one school will be selected to represent the Title I schools which have exceeded their adequate yearly progress targets, and one school will be selected which has significantly closed the achievement gap between the groups of students.  Award notification will be made after 2006-2007 AYP results are available.
The two schools receiving the 2007 National Distinguished School Award will receive recognition and be honored at the January 2008 Title I National Conference in Nashville, Tennessee.  These schools will also receive state-level recognition and $5,000. The two schools receiving the 2007 State Distinguished School Award will be invited to attend the Title I National Conference and receive state-level recognition and $2,500.
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Schools which meet either of the following criteria are eligible to apply for this award:

1) Title I schools which have exceptional student performance and successfully exceeded their adequate yearly progress targets in reading and mathematics for the school years ending in 2006 and 2007. 
2) Title l schools which have significantly closed the achievement gap between groups of students in reading and mathematics for the school years ending in 2006 and 2007.  
Applying schools must have a poverty rate of 35% or higher for the 2006–2007 school year.

Please note that schools which have received the National Title I Distinguished School Award in one of the two previous years are ineligible to apply for the 2007 award; however, those schools which received the State Title I Distinguished School Award within the two previous years are eligible to apply.
Selection Considerations

The following criteria will be considered when evaluating applications.

· Teaching and learning based on the approved state standards.

· Use of research-based instructional strategies.

· Opportunities provided for all students to achieve.

· Coordination of Title I program with other programs.

· Implementation of sustained research-based professional development.

· Established partnerships with parents, families, and the community.

Nomination packet

The nomination packet includes:

· Participation form including assurances signed by the district chief school officer or designee (see attached School Participation Form).

· Completed Application (see attached Form 1586).
In addition, as part of the selection process, those schools nominated for this award are subject to a site visit by the Distinguished School Selection Committee.
