Online Instructions and Approval Procedure

Renewal applications must be completed online.  The Web site address to access the online application is www.ccglink.com/washington.  You will be able to access the online application 

on August 29, 2007.  General instructions for renewing institutions are attached.  

Please read and follow the online instructions carefully.  Use the enclosed checklist to ensure all of the components are completed.  Failure to follow instructions could result in the loss of reimbursement at the time of a program review by Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) staff.
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Notify your program specialist when you have completed the online components.  The information will be reviewed by our staff within 30 days.  If corrections are needed, you will be notified.  If the online information is complete, the agreement will be approved. Check online for an approved 

FY 08 agreement. 
Due to the large number of renewal agreements that must be processed, online renewals submitted after October 1, 2007, may not be processed in time for the institution to receive October reimbursement in November 2007.  The Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction cannot backdate applications.  
Renewal agreements submitted after December 31, 2007, will be considered new agreements, and reimbursement may be claimed only from the first of the month in which the agreement is approved.  

Institutions may begin claiming for reimbursement from the first of the month in which OSPI approves the agreement.  No moneys or benefits may be paid under this program unless this agreement is completed and approved (Federal Regulation 7 CFR 226).
Mandatory Training on Program Requirements 

The Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction Child Nutrition Services will offer a series of annual training workshops during the months of August and September 2007.  Attendance is mandatory and will ensure institutions receive the most current information for administration 
of the Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP).  
A list of training dates and locations and agendas, Bulletin Number 044-07 CNS, was mailed 
on July 26, 2007.  You may obtain an additional copy of this bulletin online at
www.k12.wa.us/bulletinsmemos/.  Preregistration is not required for this training.  STARS 
credits will be available for the training.  Please remember to bring your STARS number.  
An institution that fails to attend annual training will be declared seriously deficient and the agreement will not be approved.
