Operation of Child Nutrition Programs During a Pandemic 
As a result of the activities being taken to plan a governmentwide response to a potential outbreak of pandemic disease, U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) has received questions regarding the Child Nutrition Programs’ operation during such an event.  Information from USDA is available in Attachment 1. 

Documentation of Block Claims Submitted by Sponsored Child Care Centers

Food and Nutrition Services is extending the guidance provided in memo CACFP 12-2006 attached to the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction Bulletin No. 060-06 dated June 29, 2006, indefinitely.  This means sponsors may continue to document reasons for a block claim observed in the facility’s records during an unannounced review prior to the facility’s first submission of a block claim during the current review year.  This guidance will remain in effect unless it becomes necessary to reconsider.  Information from USDA is available in Attachment 2.
Electronic Record and Reporting Systems 

The increasing prevalence of electronic systems of records and claiming is an encouraging step toward streamlining recordkeeping and reporting requirements.  However, it is important to ensure that implementing an electronic system does not create a barrier to participation.
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Institutions are encouraged to establish Internet or electronic based systems.  Any such system must include a means to fully access program benefits without computer access.  Otherwise, an eligible individual might be denied access to program benefits.

Accommodations for Nontraditional Program Operations

Nontraditional programs in the CACFP include at-risk centers, emergency shelters, and outside-school-hours centers.  All three types of nontraditional facilities must keep a daily roster of children in attendance, as well as a menu and meal count for each meal service.  It is no longer necessary to have a by-name meal count unless the facility also includes a child care center.  The daily roster will be sufficient.  A child care center that also has an at-risk component must continue to keep by-name meal counts.

Fiscal Year 2008 Technical Assistance Workshops

Institutions who hire new staff during the fiscal year may want to send them to one of the technical assistance workshops.  Tentative dates, locations, and the program specialist responsible for the workshops is attached (Attachment 3).  Pre-registration is required. The technical assistance workshops do not take the place of required training of staff by the institution.
