The Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) and the Department of Information Services (DIS) have applied for e-rate discounts on behalf of all K-12 schools connected to the K-20 Network.  
In order for a school district to receive the e-rate discount on Internet Service Provider (ISP) fees, the district must provide a written certification that they are in compliance with the Children’s Internet Protection Act (CIPA).  This certification is provided by properly completing the attached Form 479, signing, and returning it to OSPI. Please be sure to check Item 6a in Block 2 to certify that your district is in compliance with CIPA for Funding Year 2007 (July 1, 2007 – June 30, 2008) and send it no later than September 17, 2007. 

Since CIPA compliance is required for other federal technology grants (such as Title II, Part D), OSPI has worked closely with the U.S. Department of Education to have this certification form be applicable for all such programs, not just the e-rate.
