GENERAL INFORMATION

Special Milk Programs
Local Education Agencies (LEAs) that only serve milk or serve milk to split-session kindergarten students that do not have access to either the breakfast or lunch programs, or children enrolled in child care centers, are eligible for the Special Milk Program (SMP).  No other age groups, classes, or programs within the LEA may participate.
Current regulations require milk counts be taken at the point of service, i.e., as the student receives a reimbursable milk.  Milk counts cannot be based on attendance taken in the morning.
Organizations that intend to continue participation in the Special Milk Program (SMP) for school year 2007–08 must complete and return the renewal application by 

September 7, 2007.  Late renewals may not be approved in time to allow September milk to be claimed for reimbursement.

APPLICATION CHECKLIST (page 1)
The enclosed 2007–08 Special Milk Program application checklist indicates the items to complete and return, both electronically and on paper.  This checklist must be returned with the agreement, along with any applicable forms, exhibits, and attachments.

LEAs that have designed their own free milk applications and/or letters to households or are using applications and letters developed by other LEAs must submit these to the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI), ATTN:  Donna Parsons for approval before they are used. 

User Authorization (UA) Form for Child Nutrition Programs (page 5)
All LEAs must complete and update the Sponsor Application and Site Information forms electronically.  Child Nutrition Services (CNS) will e-mail instructions for completing the Sponsor Application and Site Information forms sometime during July 2007.  The instructions will be e-mailed to the authorized users designated on the User Authorization (UA) forms.
The UA form has been revised, and all sponsors must submit a new UA this year.  Furthermore, the submission of this new form will terminate all previous users.  CNS will authorize up to two people in each category (applications; claims) to have access to the on-line system.  The UA form must be filled out completely with an original signature.  No photocopies or faxes will be accepted.

Your prompt response in completing the UA form will help ensure that your annual renewal application is approved in a timely manner.
