The Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), as reauthorized by the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (NCLB), and Carl Perkins requires school districts to provide equitable services to eligible private school students, teachers, educational personnel, and parents, under certain federal programs.
Private schools who wish to participate in services must be approved non-profit elementary and secondary private schools. They must submit annual enrollment documentation and complete an online annual Intent to Participate in Federal Programs form.

School districts must communicate with their private schools through timely and meaningful consultation to determine the appropriate services to be provided. They must also continue the consultation process throughout the school year to ensure appropriate services to private school students, teachers, and other educational personnel. Guidance on meeting private school requirements is provided on the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction’s (OSPI) ESEA, Private Schools website:  http://www.k12.wa.us/ESEA/PrivateSchools.aspx.
