In an effort to ensure that children and youths experiencing homelessness have equal access to all educational services, the McKinney-Vento Act (Title X) requires each school district to designate a homeless liaison.  The general role of the district homeless liaison is to work with homeless education issues at the local school district level and ensure that students experiencing homelessness are identified, enrolled, attending, and succeeding in school.  
The Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction maintains a database of contact information for each of the designated school district homeless liaisons.  Keeping a current database is critical to the timely dissemination of information related to training and professional development opportunities as well as updates related to the implementation of the federal law.  We are requesting that you fill out the attached liaison contact information form.  If you are designating a new liaison, you may wish to consider Federal Program Administrators (i.e., Title I Directors), Directors of Pupil Services, Assistant Superintendents, social workers, school counselors, or others.  Because the role of the homeless liaison is often complex, it is important to designate a liaison who is knowledgeable of the federal McKinney-Vento Act as well as familiar with the issues associated with serving children and youth living in homeless situations.
