The Office of English Language Acquisition (OELA) of the U. S. Department of Education requires states to submit counts on the number of immigrant students enrolled in public and private schools for school year 2007-08 and to report professional development activities funded through Title III.  This bulletin outlines the reporting requirement for both the immigrant student count and for the Title III professional development reporting requirement. 

Immigrant Student Count

This is the student count that we do every year.  Section 3114(d) of Title III – English Language Acquisition, authorizes special subgrants for districts that have experienced a significant increase in the percentage or number of immigrant children and youth enrolled in the district due to immigration.  The Immigrant Education Program student eligibility standards are found in the federal statute Title III (20 U.S.C. 6801 et seq.) and are defined as: (1) children/youth between the age 3 through 21, (2) born outside of the United States and its territories, and (3) have attended school in the United States for less than three full academic years. 
Students born in any of the 50 States, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, District of Columbia, Guam, American Samoa, Virgin Islands, Northern Mariana Islands, or Trust Territory of the Pacific Islands are not considered immigrant students and must not be included in this count.  
To determine the immigrant count, identify the number of immigrant students enrolled in public and non public elementary and secondary schools that meet the eligibility criteria during the month of October 2007.  Due to a change in federal data reporting requirements, student level data will be required when submitting the 2007 October immigrant count

In complying with a federal court ruling, school personnel are restricted from inquiring into an individual student's immigration status.  Under Plyler v. Doe, the Supreme Court held that state educational agencies and school districts have a responsibility under the Equal Protection Clause of the U.S. Constitution to enroll and educate all school-age children regardless of their previous or current immigration status.

Title III Professional Development Report

To ensure compliance with Title III reporting requirements, OSPI is requesting information on the professional development activities funded through Title III for school year 2006-07. 

We recognize that this request is an additional burden to districts and for the 2007-08 school year, all data requirements will be consolidated into the STBIP annual report.  We won’t have to request this separately next year.  As presented during the September 28th and 29th STBIP/Title III Program Requirement trainings, the Office of English Language Acquisition (OELA) of the U. S. Department of Education requires the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) to submit information and data from districts that receive Title III funds.  Most of the information requested is available through the bilingual database, however, the professional development information collected through the STBIP Staff Report is not in the format requested on the Title III section of the Consolidated State Performance Report.  

Report Due Date

Data for the immigrant count and the Title III professional development report will be collected through the Bilingual Database (http://www.wabilingual.org) and are both due by November 30, 2007.  The attached documents provide the information needed to complete the data reports.  These documents are also available on the Bilingual Database.   

Because the counts submitted are used to determine eligibility for immigrant funding for the 2008-09 school year and the Title III professional development report is used for 
funding and accountability purposes, it is critical they be submitted by the November 30th deadline.
