The No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (NCLB) requires “adequate yearly progress” (AYP) in mathematics and reading for each public school in the state.  NCLB further requires that states establish a minimum subgroup size of students assessed to ensure that reliable AYP determinations are made.  In Washington, a minimum of ten students must be in the “all students” group.  For the proficiency determinations, students must be continuously enrolled from October 1 through the assessment period.  In accordance with NCLB, AYP must be made in all schools, even if they have fewer than ten students in the “all students” group.  The state’s AYP Accountability Plan reads: “Any school and district that would not be held accountable using the AYP definition (i.e., N of 0–9) will be held accountable through the approval of their School Improvement Plan by the local school board pursuant to WAC 180-16-220 and an annual review by the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) to determine goal attainment.”  This includes buildings with no WASL tested populations.
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For those schools with N<10, or schools that do not have grades tested by state-level assessments, Washington’s accountability plan requires OSPI to review each school’s School Improvement Plan.  The School Improvement Plan process can be viewed in Attachment A.  Requirements for the School Improvement Plan are listed in Attachment B.  Please send School Improvement Plans to OSPI for each of the buildings listed for your district as shown in Attachment C.  The list contains: (1) Buildings with WASL tested population that is less than 10 students, and (2) buildings with no WASL tested population.  Please submit plans electronically to Tony May at tony.may@k12.wa.us.  If the list contains a building which has not been appropriately identified, please email Tony May at tony.may@k12.wa.us stating the reason.  Plans must be received by OSPI no later than January 31, 2008.
Please note:

· If your school is newly identified please submit the entire school improvement plan.

· If your identified schools submitted a school improvement plan to OSPI in the 2006-07 year, please make any changes indicated on the feedback form, sign and date assuring your annual review; and submit the changes only by January 31, 2008.
· If your school submitted a school improvement plan in the previous year and NO changes were required, please review the plan, and sign and date the assurance form.
