Qwest Foundation funds the Learning Technologies Grant Program – $100,000 that supports the technology integration essential to connect with and teach the students who fill our classrooms.  

As partners in this program, we encourage the development of dynamic and creative learning communities that energize a life-long pursuit of knowledge and understanding. We also believe that as teachers adapt their instructional practice to reach and inspire the new learner, we will see a corresponding rise in project-based learning, academic rigor and student performance.

This grant application is the first step in a competitive process that will award $10,000 grants to individual teachers or teacher teams. These grants will fund projects that use the power of real-world technologies to bring standards-based curriculum to life.  
A total of nine (9) awards − one per Educational Service District − will be selected. The total award per funded application will be $10,000.  
Eligibility
All Washington State K-12 certificated school teachers and library/media specialists who have regular access to the classroom are eligible to apply. Applicants must be employed by a Washington State public school – individually or as a school team.

Previous Qwest Foundation Learning Technologies Grant Program awardees are not eligible to apply.

Completed grant applications are due at OSPI no later than 3:00 p.m., February 4, 2008. We will not review applications received after the deadline.

Applicants must submit an original and two copies of the full proposal to OSPI.
