During the 2007 Legislative Session, the Legislature passed House Bill 1898, which requires all school district public works contracts to include language stating that a portion of the labor hours on the contract be performed by registered apprentices in state-approved apprenticeship programs.  This apprentice utilization requirement creates training opportunities intended to help assure that a skilled workforce will be able to construct public works contracts in the future, especially as many in the current workforce move toward retirement. 
House Bill 1898 allows for a phase-in of the requirement over a two-year period:

	January 1, 2009 –

	$2 M or greater

	$1 M or greater
	No less than 15%
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The legislation requires the Department of General Administration to collect the following data from school districts for the purpose of reporting the data to requesting agencies:

1. Contractor name and address.
2. Contract number.
3. Project name.
4. Contract value.
5. The date of the contractor’s notice to proceed.
6. Name and registration number of each apprentice.
7. Total number of journeymen and labor hours worked by them, categorized by trade or craft.
8. Cumulative combined total of apprentice and journeymen labor hours.
9. Total percentage of apprentice hours worked.
School districts shall submit reports to General Administration at the conclusion of the project.
Registered apprentices are only those individuals who are enrolled in an apprenticeship training program that is approved by the Washington State Apprenticeship and Training Council.
