The purpose of this bulletin is to provide procedures for collecting enrollment and free and reduced-price data for October 2009 under the NSLP.  For the month of October, the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) shall obtain, either through the claim for reimbursement or other means, the total number of children approved for free lunches and for reduced-price lunches, and the total number of children enrolled in the school food authority (SFA) as of the last day of meal service in October.  The SFA shall submit this data to OSPI no later than December 31 of each year (7 CFR Part B 210.8(2)).
Collection of this information is also required by federal regulation 7 CFR Part 210.9(b)(20) to assist family day care home sponsors that participate in the Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP).  This information is required to determine the eligibility of day care home providers for the reimbursement of meals in the CACFP.  This information is also used to determine the eligibility of sites as “at risk” for the after-school snack programs in the CACFP or as “area eligible” in the NSLP.
OSPI must provide day care home sponsors, no later than February 15 of each year, a list of all elementary schools in which at least one-half of the children enrolled have been determined eligible to receive free and/or reduced-price meals.  SFAs that have preschools in separate buildings should also include these sites on the form only if the preschool children have access to a U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) Child Nutrition Program.

Failure to submit this information by the due date may delay reimbursement payment for any claim submitted after December 31, 2009.

Child Nutrition Services also provides this information upon request to educational service districts (ESDs), legislators, local governments, universities, and community organizations for information regarding the eligibility status of students by school in their community or county.  This information is also used by other means-tested federal program grant applications, including those for e-rates.  It is important the information be accurate.
