The Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) Child Nutrition Services (CNS) must require private schools and residential child care institutions (RCCIs) that provide food services to file a Child Nutrition Financial Report (CNFR).  The CNFR will report the net resources for state fiscal year ending 2009 (July 1, 2008, through June 30, 2009).  Private schools and RCCIs with only Special Milk Programs are not required to file the Child Nutrition Financial Report.  The financial report is due to CNS by December 31, 2009.  Private schools and RCCIs shall file the report electronically via the Child Nutrition Program 2000 Web site. (See Attachment A—Financial Report Instructions).  
In accordance with 7 CFR210.19(a)(2), OSPI will ensure that private schools and RCCIs comply with the requirements to account for all nonprofit school food service revenues and expenditures.  OSPI shall ensure compliance with the requirements to limit net cash resources and provide approval for net cash resources in excess of three months’ average expenditures.  In the event that net cash resources exceed three months’ average expenditures for the nonprofit school food service or other amount as may be approved, OSPI may require that private schools and RCCIs:
· Reduce meal prices. 
· Improve food quality. 
· Take other action designed to improve the nonprofit school food service. 
In the absence of any such action, OSPI shall make adjustments in the program reimbursement rate.
