PURPOSE

Initiative 728 (I-728) requires school districts to report I-728 expenditures and the impact of the expenditures to the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) at the end of each school year. This bulletin provides instructions for school year 2008–09 reporting of expenditures under I-728.  This reporting covers only revenue recorded in Account 4166, and resulting Program 66 expenditures, as reported on the district’s F-196.
CHANGES
There are no changes from last year.
INSTRUCTIONS
Reporting continues to be on-line through the Education Data System (EDS) portal and reports are due by November 30, 2009. If you already have an account in the EDS system but do not have access to the I-728 report, you will need your District Data Security Manager to assign you the “I‑728 User” role in EDS. If you do not have an account in the EDS system, contact your District Data Security Manager to establish a username, password, and the “I-728 User” role. If you do not know who your District Data Security Manager is, the following link is available to you: https://eds.ospi.k12.wa.us/securitymanagerlist.aspx.
For information regarding I‑728 and the allowable expenditures, go to http://www.k12.wa.us/I728/. Reference RCW 28A.505.210, the codified initiative as amended, at http://apps.leg.wa.gov/RCW/default.aspx?cite=28A.505.210. 
Once access is obtained, log in at the following Web site: https://eds.ospi.k12.wa.us/I728Report. The first time you log in, you will be asked to choose a new password.  Please note that your password must contain at least eight characters and must include (a) one uppercase letter, (b) one lowercase letter, (c) one numeric digit, and (d) one special character (*$+?_&+!%{}/) and must not contain the word “pass.”  Also note that the password is case sensitive. 
Once you enter your username and password and choose “Login,” choose your district, if necessary. Click on “Edit” to enter or change the data. After you choose “Edit,” you can choose “Recalculate Totals,” “Save & Continue,” “Submit,” or “Cancel” at any time. 
· “Save & Continue” saves the report but does not submit it to OSPI and does not perform any error checking. 
· “Submit” submits the report to OSPI, if the report is error-free. If the report is not error-free, one or more error messages will display. Fix all errors and choose “Submit” again. When the report is successfully submitted, you will see the message, “Changes submitted successfully.”
· “Cancel” returns you to the prior screen.

· “Print Friendly” takes you to a screen from which you can print the form, using “File Print” or choosing the printer icon. Please note that the form is not submitted or saved when it is printed. If you are not in “Edit” mode when printing, the entire text of the narrative explanations will print. If you are in “Edit” mode when printing, the amount of text that prints is limited. After printing, close the window to return to the previous screen. 

After the due date, OSPI will verify the “Carryover from 2007–08 SY” amount from your previous I-728 report and the “2008–09 Revenues” amount from your F-196 report.
