The Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) and the Carl D. Perkins Act of 2006 require school districts to provide equitable services to eligible private school students, teachers, educational personnel, and parents under certain federal programs.
Private schools that wish to participate in services must be approved non-profit elementary or secondary private schools.  They must submit annual enrollment documentation, P105B (due electronically by December 1, 2009), and complete an online annual Intent to Participate in Federal Programs form.  Notification regarding the Intent to Participate process will occur in January 2010.
School districts must communicate with their private schools through timely and meaningful consultation to determine the appropriate services to be provided.  The consultation process must continue throughout the school year to ensure appropriate services are being provided.
Please note:  The requirement to provide equitable services to eligible private school students includes the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funds under Title I, Part A – Improving Basic Programs Operated by Local Education Agencies and Title II, Part D – Enhancing Education Through Technology.
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Please note:  Title V, Part A – Innovative Programs – funds are no longer available.  Guidance on how school districts are to manage the equipment purchased with Title V, Part A funds is included in the resources section of this document.
On an annual basis, the school district must contact private school officials and inquire as to whether the private schools’ students and teachers will participate in the ESEA programs available to them.
