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Section I  21st Century Teaching & Learning

Section II  General Information
The Qwest Foundation has provided $90,000 to the Washington State Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) to promote technology integration and the development of 21st century skills. 
This grant application is the first step in a competitive process that will award $10,000 each to nine teachers or teacher teams whose proposed project meets the requirements of the program. 
Program Goal

Section IV  Grant Review Process
Two Rounds of Judging
Grant applications will be reviewed through a two-stage process that ensures regional representation and state-level review.
Round #1
1. Committees at each Educational Service District (ESD) read and evaluate all applications from their region. Committee members are made up of staff whose professional expertise comprises K-12 instruction, educational technology and school administration.
2. Committee members determine which applications meet the funding criteria best—based on grant application requirements and evaluation guidelines.
3. Each regional committee will recommend up to two applications from their ESD region or service area.
Round #2
1. A committee made up of representatives from OSPI, the Governor’s Office, Qwest Foundation and educators from across Washington evaluate the applications from each region.
2. Committee members select nine grant projects to fund.
Section V  Awards & Expenditures
Grant Award
OSPI will award $10,000 to each of nine teachers or teacher teams whose proposed project is selected for funding by the state-level review panel. 
Grant Dollars Flow Through the District
OSPI will disburse the grant funds to the awardee(s’) districts. District financial offices will administer the grant money for each teacher or teacher team. Grant funds become available in July 2010 for the school year that begins September 2010.

If the Grant Recipient Leaves the District

Anything purchased with grant funds—supplies, materials, hardware/software—remains in a classroom within the school district.
Section VI  Grant Deliverables & Reporting
State or Regional Presentation
Grant recipients must deliver a presentation that describes the learning project they designed for the Qwest Teachers & Technology Grant Program. The presentation should include learning outcomes and the project’s technology integration component.
Grant recipients must deliver this presentation at a state or regional conference or event before Wednesday, August 31, 2011. Presentation at the grant recipient’s Educational Service District (ESD) meets this requirement.
Grant Final Report Due Wednesday, August 31, 2011

OSPI will provide a template for the final report in which grant recipients describe their experience and the outcomes of the learning project.
