The U.S. Department of Agriculture has issued new guidance in determining when an income-eligibility form expires.  This change is effective January 1, 2010, for Fiscal Year 2010 reimbursement and is not retroactive to any prior month or fiscal year. 

The requirements at 7 CFR 226.23(f) state that free and reduced-price eligibility information must 
be updated annually and may not be more than 12 months old.  This means that if a form was dated on September 12, 2009, it is considered valid until the last day of September in 2010. This applies 
to both centers and family day care homes and should be used to assess the expiration of an income-eligibility form.

Claiming percentages are intended to capture the number of eligible children at a facility during one period of time.  Including all currently valid income-eligibility forms, regardless of when they expire within that month, would be consistent with this intent.  You may complete a new enrollment study month if you choose to do so.
