To ensure timely and meaningful consultation during the design and development of the district’s programs under Title I, Part A, the district has consulted with private school officials on the following issues:

· Data sources to be used to identify children’s needs.

· How, where, and by whom the services will be provided.

· How the services will be academically assessed and how the results of that assessment will be used to improve services.
