Public School Districts:  Students eligible for reduced-price breakfast in Washington State do not have to pay for their breakfast.  

The maximum price that can be charged to a student eligible for a reduced-price breakfast is $.30.  The maximum price that can be charged to a student eligible for a reduced-price lunch is $.40.  The maximum price that can be charged to a student for a reduced-price snack is $.15.

State Reimbursement for Public Schools

The estimated state reimbursement for all lunches served to students in public schools is expected to be $.0361.  
The estimated state reimbursement for each free and reduced-price breakfast served to students in public schools is expected to be $.15.

Food Distribution Program

The commodity assistance rate is $.1675 for each reimbursable student lunch served.  
Child and Adult Care Food Program sponsors will receive $.1675 as cash in lieu of commodities for each lunch/supper served.
Special Milk Program

LEAs that participate in either the federally subsidized National School Lunch Program (NSLP) or School Breakfast Program, or both, are NOT eligible to participate in the Special Milk Program.

However, federal regulation 7CFR Part 215 governing the Special Milk Program allows schools to participate in the Special Milk Program if children are attending split-session kindergartens and do not have access to any school meal service authorized under the Child Nutrition or National School Lunch Acts, i.e., National School Lunch or School Breakfast Programs.

Free milk served to eligible children will continue to be reimbursed at the average cost per half pint of milk.  This will vary by LEA and the type of milk served.

Paid milk served to non-needy children will be reimbursed at 14.5 cents per half-pint.  This reflects a decrease of 6.08 percent in the Producer Price Index for Fluid Milk Products from May 2005 to May 2006.
