Modifications to the List of USDA-Approved Nutrient Analysis Software
Memo SP 26-2006, dated July 19, 2006, discusses modifications that have been made to the list of U. S. Department of Agriculture (USDA)-approved nutrient analysis software.  Attachment 1 (4 pages) lists the eight USDA-approved software programs now approved for local education agencies (LEAs) and schools that have implemented the Nutrient Standard Menu Planning (NSMP) menu planning method, or are planning to implement NSMP. These software systems have been tested and evaluated for use in conducting nutrient analyses that meet School Meals Initiative (SMI) requirements.
Meal Tracker Menu Planning (formerly Simple Menu Planning) has not met the USDA requirements for use in conducting nutrient analyses for NSMP and School Meals Initiative (SMI) requirements for the 2007–08 school year.  The software has not been updated; therefore, approved status will expire on July 1, 2007.  If you are currently using this program, you must purchase a new software system from the approved list and have it in use by the expiration date.
As you will recall, LEAs on the Traditional or Enhanced Food-Based menu planning approach are not required to conduct nutrient analyses of their menus.  Child Nutrition Services (CNS) will complete nutrient analyses as part of the review.  However, LEAs on Traditional or Enhanced Food-Based menu planning approaches may purchase software programs for their personal use.
