The Legislature has made $1.3  $1.5 million available for fiscal year 2007 through the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI) for competitive innovation grants to be awarded to schools and school districts for implementing high school remediation programs that are unique in program delivery, program accessibility, program content, or a combination of these factors.  These innovative programs will serve students who did not meet standard on the 2006 WASL in reading, writing, and/or math, and are intended to support class of 2008 students.
Three (3) Four (4) opportunities will be provided for interested parties to submit proposals.  Applications may be submitted/accepted in August, September, or November, or April.  Any applications submitted in August, and/or September, and/or November and not accepted in the first or second or third round will be automatically considered for the next submittal date.

The size of the grants will be dependent upon the number of 10th grade students to be served who did not meet standard on the 2006 WASL in reading, writing, and/or math and the comprehensive nature of the services to be provided.  Maximum amount of grant awards will not exceed $150,000 and will be dependent upon the proposal meeting all criteria and budget negotiations.  Approximately $430,000 will be funded for each round during the year (August, September, and November).  Approximately $200,000 will be funded for April.
Schools and school districts are eligible to apply for these funds if they are serving students who:
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1. Are in the class of 2008.

2. Have not met standard on one or more parts of the 10th grade 2006 WASL in reading, writing, and/or math.
