Using Response to Intervention (RTI) for Washington’s Students

This memorandum is to inform school districts that OSPI has released the RTI manual for use with Washington’s students.  This manual offers guidance to school districts choosing to implement RTI systems. These systems provide scientific, research-based interventions to struggling students through a multiple-tier service delivery model.  The RTI manual is designed to (a) explain the principles and components of the RTI process, (b) provide guidelines related to decision making within a RTI system, (c) answer common questions, and (d) identify additional resources that school districts may use in developing their own RTI systems.  The Individuals with Disabilities Education Improvement Act of 2004 allows the use of RTI as an alternative method for identifying students with specific learning disabilities.
