Projected Rate of Offer for January – April 2007
Attached is the projected rate of offer list for the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) commodities that have been ordered for January through April 2007.  This list does not reflect what USDA has actually purchased; so changes may occur when the offers are released for your on-line Web-based ordering system.  

All recipient agencies (RAs) should use the same total lunches served (TLS) number as last year.  This number will continue to determine your entitlement dollars for USDA commodities estimated to be $0.2000 for each reimbursable lunch served. The current 
TLS number reflects actual TLS counts that have been adjusted for SY 2005–06 and will impact all 2007 orders.

To determine the number of cases a RA will be allocated, divide your total lunches served by 1000; then divide that number by the rate of offer.  For example, a RA served a total of 800,000 student lunches last school year; 800,000 1000 = 800 16 (16 is the rate of offer for A061 green beans, offered in February) = 50 cases. Each commodity will have a different rate of offer number based upon the contracted warehouse location for the east or west side of Washington (choose the correct column for the location of the contracted warehouse).
Summer Feeding Program
· RAs will be given the opportunity to order USDA commodities specific for the SY 07 summer feeding program, along with the regular school lunch commodities, in the month of April with early May delivery. The rate continues to be set by USDA at $0.015 per meal.
· RAs utilizing the Seamless Summer Feeding program may use commodities on hand.

· Depending upon availability, additional offers may be offered in mid May to both the Summer Feeding program and the Seamless Summer Feeding program.
